Un evento poco conocido de la historiografía cubana fueron las deportaciones de la elite 

Santiaguera antes y durante el conflicto fracasado que se conocería posteriormente como 

La Guerra Chiquita (1879-1880).  El contable y patriota cubano Federico Pérez Carbó 

participó de esta insurrección junto a su gran amigo Emilio Bacardi y por consiguiente 

ambos fueron exilados la prisión española en las Islas de Chafarinas. Estos eventos se 

dieron a conocer (aunque no ampliamente) gracias a los diarios que escribieron Perez Carbo 

Y Bacardi sobre sus experiencias bajo estas condiciones terribles condiciones.

A little known event which characterized the Cuban historiography was the deportations 

of many of the elite of Santiago de Cuba during a failed armed conflict known latter as the 

La Guerra Chiquita (1879-1880). Federico Pérez Carbó, an accountant by profession and a 

patriot for the Cuban cause participated in this insurrection along with his trusted friend 

Emilio Bacardi and for this they were both exiled and send to the Spanish Prison located 

on the Islands of Chafarinas. The events documenting the terrible conditions under which 

they were subjected, was documented in Diaries written by both Pérez Carbó and Bacardi, 

reason for which we are able to know what really happened during this period.
